January 18, 2011 Regular Council Meeting 
Motion by Councilmember Redell, seconded by Maike, to approve the January 18, 2011 Regular Council Meeting minutes. Council polled; all ayes.
INTERESTED CITIZENS:  AUDIENCE REQUESTS AND COMMENTS:
Patrick Rushing, Mayor of Airway Heights, 1208 S. Lundstrom, A.H. – discussed small city issues with council.  His main concern is the future of the STA Board.  He asked council to approve a resolution supporting “a diversity of community presence” on the Spokane Transit Authority board of directors.  If approved the recommendations from the small cities will be brought before the Public Transportation Improvement Conference (PTIC) next Wednesday.  He also shared information pertaining to the Solid Waste Management Board and it was noted that there will be a summit for Solid Waste Management tomorrow. STAFF REPORT:

Resolution No. 466: Spokane Transit Authority Representation
Councilmember Kulibert made a motion, seconded by King to approved Resolution No. 466: Spokane Transit Authority Representation.  Council polled; all ayes.
Adoption of the Spokane Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan (CEMP)

Administrator Ross briefed council on the background information pertaining to this item.  Medical Lake has an Interlocal Agreement with Spokane Department of Emergency Management to provide the City’s emergency services.  The DEM is requesting that the City adopt the prepared Spokane Emergency Management Plan.  He then had Sheriff Ozzie Knezovich and Lisa Jameson, Emergency Management Program Administrator give council the Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan Overview.  Ms. Jameson went over the purpose of the basic plan, emergency support function, hazard identification and vulnerability analysis, etc. Council was given the executive summary and purpose sections of the 424 page document.  There was council and staff discussion.  After discussion, Councilmember Maike made a motion to adopt the Spokane Emergency Management Comprehensive Plan and authorize Mayor Higgins to sign.  Motion seconded by Councilmember King.  Council polled; all ayes.
Sheriff Knezovich updated council on the Police Department.  Everything seems to be going well and the officers assigned here really like their jobs.  It was noted that one of the detectives working out of the PD transitioned within the department so we now have only one detective in ML.  Knezovich was thanked by the Mayor for coming to the meeting and giving council an update.

2010 Fourth Quarter Financial Report was included in council packets for their information.  Finance Director McBroom noted that the year ended as expected financially.  There were no council questions.

Medical Lake Fire Department Proposal for Activity Points Program Implementation
