PARKS AND RECREATION COMMITTEE REPORT:

PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE REPORT:

Councilmember Jorgenson had two items to bring before council.  First, he asked staff to prepare an ordinance setting weight limits/restrictions on city streets.  The concern is that streets are being damaged by heavy loads diverted from County roads.  San Salvador is one of the streets in poor condition due to heavy load traffic.  There was some discussion, staff will prepare an ordinance addressing this issue.

Councilmember Jorgenson also asked Attorney McMullen to research the procedure for council to take a position regarding Avista’s proposed rate increase and make a comment to the WUTC.  McMullen will get the information and report back to council at the June 21st council meeting. 
PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE REPORT:
Fireworks Stand Permit – J & M  LLC
Councilmember Kulibert made a motion to approve the Fireworks Stand Permit for J & M LLC.  Councilmember Jorgenson seconded this motion.  Mayor Higgins asked Fire Chief Estes if he had any concerns with this permit request.  He reported that he did not and after review of the request it is his recommendation that council approve it.  Question was called.  Council polled; all ayes.
MEMBERS REPORT:
Councilmember Jorgenson – Booster Club Golf Tournament will be May 21st at Fairways Golf Course.  Also the Wine & Hops event is going to be held in the fall instead of the spring.  More info to come when it gets closer to time.
Councilmember Kulibert – Dollars for Scholars is having a plant sale in Cheney at Mitchell’s Grocery Store on Saturday, May 21st from 8:30 am to noon. The Garden Club sponsors four college scholarships for HS students.  An individual actually sent a thank you note for a scholarship received – the recipient was able to use it for horticulture related studies.
Councilmember Burton reported that he had attended his first JLUS committee meeting at FAFB.   The FAFB Overlay Zone committee had a presentation on what’s being drafted. 

City Administrator Ross also reported that two job announcements had closed.  One for the Summer Park Laborer and the other is for the vacancy at the WWTP.  Interviews for Summer Park Laborer will be held next week.  The interviews for the WWTP Operator have not been set yet.  Applications are being reviewed.  Councilmember Jorgenson asked if any applicants had their certifications/licenses for this job (WWTP Operator).  Ross said there are a few.
