MAYORS REPORT
PROCLAMATIONS, PRESENTATIONS & RECOGNITION: 
2010 Census Partner Proclamation: City Administrator Ross read this proclamation and Mayor Higgins presented it to W. Duane Wakan, Partnership Specialist, U.S. Census Bureau.
RESIGNATIONS OR APPOINTMENTS:
Mayor Higgins announced that Don Mayfield, temporary Code Enforcement Officer resigned his position with the City effective May 4, 2009.  He has accepted a full time position with another organization.

STAFF REPORT:

Declaring Sharp Copier Surplus and Set Method of Disposal
Administrator Ross explained that the City has a Sharp SF 2050 Copy machine that was used in the main office for over eight years and an additional five years in the Police Department.  This machine
is broken beyond repair because replacement parts are no longer available.  Councilmember Jorgenson made a motion, seconded by Maike to declare the Sharp SF 2050 surplus and dispose of it accordingly.  Council polled; all ayes.

PLANNING REPORT:
Administrator Ross reported that Planner, Glenn Scholten as been working with the Planning Commission to gather information needed for the Shoreline Master Plan, Land Use capacity numbers for the UGA and Impact fee clarification in reference to the parks.  Information will be coming to council after Ross has reviewed the information.
PUBLIC WORKS:

Public Hearing: Street Vacation Petition; Portion of Jefferson Street ROW
Mayor Higgins opened the hearing at 6:40 pm.  Administrator Ross gave a staff report.  M.L. Community Church and David and Jacquelynne Eccles submitted a petition to vacate a portion of the Jefferson Street ROW located south of Mary Avenue and north of Brooks Road. The area is currently unimproved and contains no City utilities.  Staff does not anticipate any City use of this ROW in the future.  The total area of vacation is 300 ft. by 75 ft.  Mayor Higgins called for public testimony.  After three calls and no testimony the hearing was closed at 6:42 pm.  Councilmember Jorgenson made a motion to approve the street vacation request and directed Staff to prepare an ordinance.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Maike.  Council polled; all ayes.

Resolution 450: Set Public Hearing: Vacation Request; Portion of Stanley Street and Percival Street
Councilmember Jorgenson made a motion, seconded by Maike to approve Resolution 450; Setting a Public Hearing for June 16, 2009 at 6:30 pm to consider a street vacation petition for a portion of Stanley Street and Percival Street, submitted by Carl Grub, President, Jensen Memorial Youth Ranch.  Council polled; all ayes.

Administrator Ross also reported that he will be doing a spring newsletter and asked council to let him know if they have any items they’d like to see included.  Also, the Brown Lift Station is nearing completion.  The Prentis Street road project will soon be in design stages.  
PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE REPORT:
Councilmember Paikuli reported on the Public Safety Committee meeting.  The fire department is moving forward towards completion of a day room for the volunteers.  Police Department wanted to remind the public that citizens cannot have their dogs loose in the parks.
MEMBER REPORTS:
Councilmember Jorgenson asked to have the maintenance department check alleys for manholes that are sticking up to high.  He is aware of a couple that could be potential risks.
