The City has sufficient water supply from owned and shared wells bolstered by 

the Spokane Intertie. That said, we should all do our part to conserve water and reduce irrigation needs. 

Smart and responsible development are in the works! Immediate improvements include some new sidewalks along school 

routes, new scoreboards and ballfield improvements at Waterfront Park, and new signs around the Medical Lake trail. You 

may have heard Ptera Inc. is moving forward to provide improved internet service to the city, this year, at an affordable 

price!  Zipline Communications has been contracted to bring website improvements, that work is underway. The mainte-

nance department was able to purchase a new-to-the-city (used) street sweeper with improved technology for cleaner 

streets while creating less dust at a fraction of the cost of buying a new unit. These are just the highlights! 

Volunteers are the backbone of any community. IΩm grateful for our volunteers and the work they do. Did you know we 

have eleven non-profit civic groups and five churches all working hard and giving back to this community? IΩm also grateful 

for our partner employers like DSHS, Fairchild AFB, Medical Lake School District, and our growing small town business core.
